VERSE OF THE WEEK: 

DEEDS OF RIGHTEOUSNESS: 
"If anyone does deeds of 
righteousness -- be they male or 
female -- and 
have faith, they will enter Heaven, 
and not the least injustice will be 
done to them." 
[Quran, 4:124] 
 
"By (the token of) time (through the 
ages). Verily, mankind is in loss, 
except those who have faith and do 
righteous deeds and (join together) 
in the mutual teaching of truth, 
patience and constancy." 
[Quran, Chapter 103] 

RESPECT COVENANTS: 
Enemies of the Prophet Muhammad 
(S) once sent a messenger who, on 
arrival, accepted Islam. The 
messenger then told the Prophet he 
would never return to those who 
sent him. The Prophet replied: "I do 
not (want to create the impression 
that I would) break a covenant or 
imprison messengers, so return (to 
them), and if you feel the same as 
you do now, come back." The 
messenger later returned to the 
Prophet and became a Muslim. 
[Sunan of Abu-Dawood, Hadith 1182] 

The Prophet also related the story of 
a person punished by God who was 
asked by the other inhabitants of 
Hell: "What is wrong with you? 

Didn't you order us to do good 
deeds and forbid us to do bad 
deeds?" That person replied: 
"Yes, I used to order you to do 
good deeds, but I did not do 
them myself. And I used to forbid 
you to do bad deeds, yet I used 
to do them myself." 
[Sahih Al-Bukhari, Volume 4,
